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SENIOR SCHOOL UNIFORM

Parents are asked to help the school maintain high standards by seeing that all
uniform is clean, in good repair, and is correct for their daughter’s age group.
Girls must come to school wearing the correct uniform. On games days PE kit is
allowed if the girls have games in their first period. Girls must also leave the
school in full school uniform, unless they are playing an after-school match, or
are in PE for their last lesson, in which case they can go home in their PE kit.
Please be assured that no changes are made to the uniform regulations without
written notice to parents.

PLEASE NAME ALL ARTICLES

Please ensure that all property (including watches) is clearly and durably
marked with the owner’s full name.

THE FOLLOWING POINTS SHOULD BE NOTED:

HAIR

Hair should not be dyed and hair longer than shoulder length should be tied
back at all times. Only navy, bottle green, black or black watch tartan hair bands
may be worn (no scarves, lace, sparkly or other substitutes). Slides, clips, etc.,
must be black, navy or dark brown. They must be plain in design.



FOOTWEAR
For much of the year one pair of uniform shoes is sufficient for wearing to and
from school. Shoes should give all-round support (ballet-style shoes are not
acceptable), be of non-platform sole type, with heels measured under the sole
of no more than 2.5cm and in summer should not be open-toed or of sling-back
heel type. The essentials are:

a) shoe (not boot, trainer, etc.)

b) low heel (measured under the sole of no more than 2.5cm)

c) sufficient support by not being cut too low along the instep

d) proper grip at the heel, shoes must fit firmly

e) black leather shoes with matching laces; no canvas shoes

JEWELLERY

The only jewellery permitted to be worn with the school uniform is a watch,
and small plain gold or silver studs for pierced ears.

Other than one pair of small plain studs for ears, no other visible body piercing
is permitted, for example, nose studs. If parents are considering having their
daughter’s ears pierced, please do this in the summer holidays to allow the
piercing to become settled.

Parents should write to the Headmistress to request permission if they wish
their daughter to wear a religious symbol (e.g. a cross). Such symbols must be
worn under the uniform, and must be removed, and handed to a member of
the PE staff, before PE lessons and sports activities.

MAKE UP AND NAIL VARNISH
No make up or nail varnish is permitted to be worn at school.

ADAPTIONS TO UNIFORM

Cultural or religious adaptions to the uniform should be sought by request of
the Headmistress or Head of Junior School.
